Childcare Providers will supervise a small group of children while parents attend Project Safe’s weekly Domestic Violence Support Group on Tuesdays from 6:30-8:00pm in Clarke County and on Mondays from 6:30-8:00pm in Madison County. Volunteers may commit to helping at one or both locations. Volunteer Childcare Providers mentors must be patient, reliable, and capable of meeting program expectations without direct supervision. During each group session, Childcare Providers will be expected to:

· Involve children in age-appropriate games and activities.

· Utilize specialized techniques for working with children who have witnessed or experienced abuse. (Techniques will be discussed during training.)

· Provide individual childcare for infants and children who are too young to engage in group play.
